Army MTF MEPRS Office personnel are known for their dedication and meticulous 
performance of their duties. This is evident when reviewing the compliance with 
requirements placed on them from within their commands along with those im-
posed by MEDCOM. 
 
MTF Ranking is based on point values assessed for compliance with current FY 

EAS Timeliness, DMHRSi Timecard Compliance, Financial Reconciliation submis-

sion, Narrative submission, and Discrepancies for FY07-FY11 (AMPO Discrepan-

cies, and Unauthorized FTE’s). Contact your AMPO analyst for additional details 

on the ranking methodology. 
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EAS IV BOXI and M2 BOXI 

DHSS recently upgraded the Business Objects soft-

ware used to access the MHS Mart (M2). A word of 

warning though; there is currently no available instruc-

tions to run both M2 and EASIV Repository on the 

same computer. If you use both the M2 and the 

EASIV Repository, we recommend using the M2 

WEBI which is accessed via the web. 

AMPO personnel have been advised to use the WEBI 

version of the software, which does not require any 

installation, when accessing the M2 to prevent the 

conflict between M2 and EAS IV Repository. This is 

easily done by accessing the M2 via the URL:

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SADR Cut-Off Date 

According to the MDR board the official cut-off date for 

SADR (Standard Ambulatory Data Record) is 30 Sept 

2011. This means that as of 30 Sept 2011 there will 

no longer be any SADR files/records being processed 

by the MDR and made available in the M2. Replacing 

the SADR will be the CAPER (Comprehensive Ambu-

latory and Professional Services Record). This file is 

much more detailed than the SADR as it also includes 

additional provider information captured in the en-

counter record.

Reversing and Transferring 

hours 
During the DMHRSi CAC Implementation teleconference, a 

question came up regarding whether you should notify AMPO 

if reversals or transfers were made when validating the EAS 

Summary View Report. Once the site has made all the cor-

rections and adjustments by reversing or transferring hours, 

MTF MEPRS POCs should notify their AMPO analyst.  

AMPO will run a process in the background to correct any 

errors in the file, and notify the  MTF MEPRS POCs when the 

file is ready. 

A trouble ticket has been submitted to correct this issue, in 

the mean time, please continue to notify AMPO before you 

generate your EAS Interface file.  

Proper Coding of Urinalysis 

1.  Civilian employees who have to leave the clinic to     

donate a urine specimen for drug testing will report their 

time to FCGA. 

2.  Military personnel designated as a urinalysis monitor 

report their time to FCGA. 

3.  Military personnel who report to the company to donate 

a urine specimen for drug testing will report their time to 

FEDA. 

Questions & Answers 

Q:  How do I get an Alpha Roster that includes both my 

assigned personnel and the borrowed personnel with their 

occupation code and skill type/suffix?   

A:  Log into DMHRSi Discoverer Viewer using the Army 

LCA Manager role. Choose the Army MEPRS Personnel 

Roster folder and the Alpha Roster By People Group work-

sheet. For User Person Type Like, enter %; for Person  

Service Like, enter %; for Organization Name like, enter the 

UIC you want. To get the entire facility, enter the first four 

characters of the UIC and the % sign. For example, 

W2H8% will pull up everything at West Point.
